This workshop will address the evidence that research by academics, the ILO and NGOs has recently found on trafficking for forced labour in a host of industries across Europe. The first set of presentations will critically evaluate from a comparative perspective the current policies on preventing and combating trafficking as well as victim support and access to basic rights and services for trafficked persons. The second set of presentations will show a range of approaches to these issues, including normative theories in Global Ethics, anthropological studies on undocumented migrants, and an evaluation of the values underlying the European-wide approach of the Expert group on Trafficking in human beings. Finally there will be responses from international organisations such as the UN and the ILO and NGOs outlining their own findings and recommendations in the light of these results. 
Due to the nature of the participants this workshop will include international comparisons as well as exchanges between different fields or disciplines.

The objectives of the workshop are to bring together academics, NGOs and international organisations for standard setting to develop a better insight in this urgent issue and to evaluate the steps that have recently been taken in this area, such as the European Convention on All Actions Against Trafficking (in force since 1 February 2008). This fits in with the aims of Metropolis to bring together actors from different backgrounds and it fits in with the conference theme of emerging issues.

This workshop addresses trafficking for forced labour across Europe.
